
We were surprised and thrilled to see that over 300 new folks have 

given to Waves of Mercy through this crisis. Many first heard of our 

plight through face book and emails the night of the  Earthquake . Im-

mediately efforts were  coordinated through our son Bud in Kentucky 

and our daughter Lori in Ohio to put together the largest collection of 

supplies we have ever seen! Bud secured a trucker in Lebanon to haul 

all of our pallets to the dock in Miami for free ðallowing every penny 

received to go toward the cost of the actual ships used as well as buy-

ing items needed to ñTieò us over till the supplies arrived. 

Over 50 pallets are on their way. My son Bud is now loading the second 

tractor-trailer. Tons of beans, rice, and medical supplies will arrive at 

the dock just a stones throw from our location. Bud estimates that he 

has packed over 10,000 jars of peanut butter-Praise God (Instantl pro-

tein from a jar). Thousands of dollars worth of medical supplies includ-

ing much needed antibiotics have been placed on our first shipment of 

supplies. We are expecting this ship to arrive February 28. 

Bob Keller from Illinois collected over $12,000 toward sending a ship-

ment of 40,000 pounds of rice to our port! The rice arrived the week of 

Valentineôs Dayða true testament of the love of God and His people!  

We still need approximately $5,000 to complete the payment of this 

shipment. 

Our website was equipped to support online donations and folks re-

sponded allowing us to immediately purchase thousands of dollars 

worth of medical supplies, beans and rice from the open market before 

supplies were gone. This allowed us to fill the gap while we wait for 

your supplies to arrive. 

And the story continues as there is more good news 

every day!!!

Our plight was 

already on your mind and in your heart ð others followed your 

move. We did not have to come up with a plan but only expand what 

we do daily. Your instant response allowed us to move out. I walked 

among the ruins and victims in Port -au-Prince. The chaos was so 

over whelming and I found myself often weeping openly. The thing

And secondly I pray somehow we will 

become family. At the end of all this not one Haitian receiving help or American giving 

help can say they are not loved or unwanted. We can give them food; shelter and
