At the very least, I will post new pics on the 

website as soon as Mom and Dad return from Haiti on November 25.  Isnôt it hard to believe that things 

can still be so primitive in this world? 

Well, Iôve prattled on long enoughé I can almost see Dad motioning me saying ñcome on come onò.  As 

one last thought, I wanted to thank you for your encouragement to my Mom and Dad this past year. They 

really are good people with good fruit. Four children in the ministry does not come by accident. If I had to 

think of the most important thing they have bestowed upon us besides the Gospel it would be a Spirit of 

Tenacity. They just donôt stop. Dad is a soldier who will not leave wounded on the field and Mommaé well 

she wouldnôt leave Dad on the field. That should say it all.

The sewing room is full these days.  We have a morning class and 
afternoon class with 12 ladies eagerly learning the art 
of sewing.  They make a pattern with paper and then the outfit with 
real material!  They sew by hand first and then they are promoted 
to the machines.  It is so much fun  to see their work.  They can't 
wait until I come to the class so they can show off what they have 
done. 

We gather together to ask the Lordõs blessing; 
He chastens and hastens His will to make known;  
The wicked oppressing now cease from distressing;  
Sing praises to His Name; He forgets not His own.  

Searching for His guidance...  
We are working in a new area.  This land is behind the airport and when 
you walk the paths to the little homes you think you are working in the 
African Jungle.  It is beautiful.  These folks lost everything in the hurri-
cane.  We have taken quilts and clothing to some of the victims. Victor 
who is our Haitian song leader repaired three doors to a Home back in 
the flood area.  The hurricane tore them right off their house. 
 
Deloris Norman is our first nurse who came to treat the folks at Waves of 
Mercy.  We held five clinics and treated over 400 people.  Deloris plans 
to return to Haiti the first of the year. She believes God is leading her to 
come to Haiti often and share His love thru her medical experience.
