     Two hurricanes back to back makes one start singing the above chorus.  It is the Humpty Dumpty time 

all over again, no one can put things back together again.  The Haitian community is upside down and 

covered in two to three feet of mud, but then by God’s great mercy, you show up. 

Isaiah 61:  The Lord exchanged our ashes for a crown of Beauty – The oil of Gladness instead of 

mourning, clothed in a garment of Praise instead of Despair. 

Your love made me weep before my Lord as news of your help was relayed to me via phone messages 

from Diana.  Our doors opened immediately.  Beans and rice was put in the big cooking pots and hun-

dreds of meals were prepared daily.  Hundreds of peanut butter sandwiches were handed out as well. 

Money was given to widows and the blind to have mud shoveled out of their homes.  The street boys 

made a powerful impact as we organized teams and shoveled mud every day. 

Many families slept in Waves of Mercy Church of Christ.  Others were picked up at our place and 

trucked off to other areas by the U.N. We passed out cards to 100 homes and the families came to pick 

up tons of beans and rice.   

 Now Phase Two has me in the states loading a Ryder truck with picks, shovels, wheelbarrows, and 

tons of clothes.  Your supplies and monies have the Haitians singing a different song.
