     While walking back into a very poor area, we found a family 
that was very much in need.  The lady had seven children and the 
smallest was in terrible shape.  The skin just hung off of this little 
girl.  Larry and I both knew this little one would die if we did not 
get her some help soon.  We knew we needed milk. As we were 
walking back from the area an amazing thing happened.  I guess 
you could say it was one of Godôs miracles.  As we approached 
the mission, a young man was theyôre holding a box that had 12 
bottles of baby formula.  He had brought it to the mission, as he 
did not have any children in his family.  So God provided once 
again what we needed before we even knew we needed it. 

      The baby continued to get better and Larry often went to 
check on the family.  We provided meals for the family at the mis-
sion each day.  Clothes were collected and given to the children.  
Larry took the family bedding so they could sleep in the little one 
room hut which was filled each night with 10 people. 

     We were home only one night and Frantz sent us an email.  
The mother was not there but the babyôs bed had caught on fire 
and she was burned severely. They took her to the government 
hospital.  Within two hours she was gone.  We have learned over 
the years not to question why but to accept that ñAll things work 
together for 
good to them 
that love the 
Lord.ò  This 
family we be-
lieve wor-
shipped Satan.  
We are hoping 
through this 
tragedy we 
might introduce 
them to Jesus 
who now holds 
that little baby 
in His arms. 

     There must be over 1000 mopeds in Haiti and 
I do believe all the drivers are crazy!  They 
weave in and out in front of vehicles and big 
buses.  There actually are a lot of deaths caused 

by these moped drivers. 

     Our mission school had just let out for the 
day.  Many children were walking home.  One of 
our little boys was hit by one of these mopeds. 
The driver kept going as the little boy laid in the 
street.  We were called immediately and our little 
mission medical truck was soon at the site.  Larry 
took him to La Pointe hospital for X-rays.  Just as 

we had thought, the little boyôs leg was broken. 

     Back down the bumpy road to Port de Paix we 
went to the government hospital.  There you 
must buy all of the supplies you need and then 
they will work on you.  After getting everything we 
needed for a cast, this young man bravely stood 
the pain and he was fixed up.  His mother has a 
lot of problems and they are both on our feeding 
program.  Can you imagine being hit and no one 
stopping to pick you up?  Can you imagine going 
to a hospital and no one doing anything to help 
you until you buy what the doctor needs?  We 
even had to buy gloves for the doctor to wear.  
We just do not know how blessed we are to live 
in America.  We may have our struggles now but 
it cannot compare to the daily struggles of the 

Haitians.
