a. When troubles are unexplained

e James 1:2-3
 Troubles are a test of my faith
* Problems and patience often come in “pairs”

b. When people are unchangeable

e 1 Corinthians 15:58
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ITI. Why be patient?

a. Because God is in control

e 1 Peter 5:7
* God is concerned about the burdens in my life

b. Because God is working things out
* Philippians 1:6
» God will finish what he has started in me (it's not what I
started, but what God has started!)
Consider: How patient is a caterpillar in a cocoon?
IV. How to be patient?

a. Ask expectantly

 Psalm 130:5
» Jesus will fulfill his promise and answer my prayer

b. Wait confidently

 Micah 7:7
o I will trust in the Lord and expect his support
